Health Connection Ministry message to the congregation:
As Autumn approaches, incidence of the Type A HIN1 (“swine") flu
will rise. This flu poses the greatest risk of severe complications and
death to people age 6 months to 24 years of age. When students
return to school in August, the virus can spread to this high risk
group on a daily basis.

If you are a healthcare worker, pregnant, or 6 months to 24 years
old, consider getting vaccinated. Regular flu vaccines, and hopefully
the HIN1 vaccine, will be available in October. Contact your doctor
for medical advise and to schedule an appointment. If you, your
spouse or any of your children is exhibiting signs/symptoms of the
flu, refrain from going to places people gather (i.e. school, church,
shopping areas, etc.).

New City Fellowship on Sundays is a one of those gathering places.
The congregation has many students and members who have
chronic medical conditions or are immunosuppressed. Staying home
on Sundays (if you are symptomatic) will help prevent people from
contracting this dangerous virus.

The signs/symptoms of flu include fever, cough, sore throat, runny/
stuffy nose, body aches, headache, chills, fatigue, diarrhea, and
vomiting.
