Health Connection Ministry message to the congregation: 
If you, your spouse or any of your children is exhibiting signs/symptoms of the flu, 
refrain from going to places people gather (i.e. school, church, shopping areas, 
etc.). New City Fellowship on Sundays is a one of those gathering places. The 
congregation has many students and members who have chronic medical  
conditions or are immunosuppressed. Staying home on Sundays (if you are  
symptomatic) will help prevent people from contracting this dangerous virus. The 
signs/symptoms of flu include fever, cough, sore throat, runny/stuffy nose, body 
aches, headache, chills, fatigue, diarrhea, and vomiting.  

Two deacons will be in front of the sanctuary each Sunday after the 
service if you would like to meet with them or set up an appointment.
