39At that time Mary got ready and hurried to a town in the hill 
country of Judea, 40where she entered Zechariah's home and 
greeted Elizabeth. 41When Elizabeth heard Mary's greeting, 
the baby leaped in her womb, and Elizabeth was filled with the 
Holy Spirit. 42In a loud voice she exclaimed: "Blessed are you 
among women, and blessed is the child you will bear! 43But 
why am I so favored, that the mother of my Lord should come 
to me? 44As soon as the sound of your greeting reached my 
ears, the baby in my womb leaped for joy. 45Blessed is she 
who has believed that what the Lord has said to her will be 
accomplished!" 

 46And Mary said:  
   "My soul glorifies the Lord  
    47and my spirit rejoices in God my Savior,  
 48for he has been mindful  
      of the humble state of his servant.  
   From now on all generations will call me blessed,  
    49for the Mighty One has done great things for me—  
      holy is his name.  
 50His mercy extends to those who fear him,  
      from generation to generation.  
 51He has performed mighty deeds with his arm;  
      he has scattered those who are proud in their inmost   
      thoughts.  
 52He has brought down rulers from their thrones  
      but has lifted up the humble.  
 53He has filled the hungry with good things  
      but has sent the rich away empty.  
 54He has helped his servant Israel,  
      remembering to be merciful  
 55to Abraham and his descendants forever,  
      even as he said to our fathers." 
 
 56Mary stayed with Elizabeth for about three months and then 
returned home. 



Matthew 2:1—18 
1After Jesus was born in Bethlehem in Judea, during the time 
of King Herod, Magi from the east came to Jerusalem 2and 
asked, "Where is the one who has been born king of the Jews? 
We saw his star in the east and have come to worship him." 

 3When King Herod heard this he was disturbed, and all Jeru-
salem with him. 4When he had called together all the people's 
chief priests and teachers of the law, he asked them where the 
Christ was to be born. 5"In Bethlehem in Judea," they replied, 
"for this is what the prophet has written:  
 6" 'But you, Bethlehem, in the land of Judah,  
      are by no means least among the rulers of Judah;  
   for out of you will come a ruler  
      who will be the shepherd of my people Israel.'" 

 7Then Herod called the Magi secretly and found out from them 
the exact time the star had appeared. 8He sent them to Bethle-
hem and said, "Go and make a careful search for the child. As 
soon as you find him, report to me, so that I too may go and 
worship him." 

 9After they had heard the king, they went on their way, and the 
star they had seen in the east went ahead of them until it 
stopped over the place where the child was. 10When they saw 
the star, they were overjoyed. 11On coming to the house, they 
saw the child with his mother Mary, and they bowed down and 
worshiped him. Then they opened their treasures and pre-
sented him with gifts of gold and of incense and of myrrh. 
12And having been warned in a dream not to go back to Herod, 
they returned to their country by another route. 

 13When they had gone, an angel of the Lord appeared to Jo-
seph in a dream. "Get up," he said, "take the child and his 
mother and escape to Egypt. Stay there until I tell you, for 
Herod is going to search for the child to kill him." 14So he got 
up, took the child and his mother during the night and left for 
Egypt, 15where he stayed until the death of Herod. And so was 
fulfilled what the Lord had said through the prophet: "Out of 
Egypt I called my son." 

 16When Herod realized that he had been outwitted by the 
Magi, he was furious, and he gave orders to kill all the boys in 
Bethlehem and its vicinity who were two years old and under, 
in accordance with the time he had learned from the Magi. 
17Then what was said through the prophet Jeremiah was ful-
filled:  
 18"A voice is heard in Ramah,  
      weeping and great mourning,  
   Rachel weeping for her children  
      and refusing to be comforted,  
   because they are no more."
